1 Since many have undertaken to set in
order a narrative concerning those
matters which have been fulfilled
amongst us,

2 even as those who from the beginning
were eyewitnesses and servants of the
word delivered them to us,

3 it seemed good to me also, having
traced the course of all things
accurately from the first, to write to you
in order, most excellent Theophilus;

4 that you might know the certainty
concerning the things in which you were
instructed.

5 There was in the days of Herod, the
king of Judea, a certain priest named
Zacharias, of the priestly division of
Abijah. He had a wife of the daughters
of Aaron, and her name was Elizabeth.

6 They were both righteous before
God, walking blamelessly in all the

commandments and ordinances of the
Lord.

7 But they had no child, because
Elizabeth was barren, and they both
were well advanced in years.

8 Now while he executed the priest's
office before God in the order of his
division 9 according to the custom of the
priest's office, his lot was to enter into
the temple of the Lord and burn incense.

56 Mary stayed with her about three
months, and then returned to her
house.

Abiud became the father of
Eliakim. Eliakim became the father of
Azor.

14 Azor became the father of Zadok.
Zadok became the father of Achim.
Achim became the father of Eliud.

15 Eliud became the father of Eleazar.
Eleazar became the father of Matthan.
Matthan became the father of Jacob.

16 Jacob became the father of
Joseph, the husband of Mary, from
whom was born Jesus, who is called
Christ.

17 So all the generations from
Abraham to David are fourteen
generations; from David to the exile to

21 When eight days were fulfilled for
the circumcision of the child, his name
was called Jesus, which was given by
the angel before he was conceived in
the womb.

22 When the days of their purification
according to the law

fulfilled, they brought him up to
Jerusalem, to present him to the Lord
23 (as it is written in the law of the
Lord, "Every male who opens the womb
shall be called holy to the Lord"), 24
and to offer a sacrifice according to
that which is said in the law of the
Lord, "A pair of turtledoves, or two
young pigeons.”
