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The book of Jude is a 1-page letter written by 
Jesus’ brother Jude to encourage us to stand for 
our faith in Jesus Christ.  This letter is found 
just before the Revelation. So, we begin here…

Jude is back at Mary’s house 
recovering from his injuries

Keep yourselves in God’s love, looking for the 
mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ to eternal life.

Mary washes Jude’s wounds
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Jude 1:23

On some have compassion, making a 
distinction, and some save, snatching 
them out of the fire with fear, hating 
even the clothing stained by the flesh.

James enjoys playfully retelling the 
epic story of his brother Jude’s injury…
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Jude 1:24

Now to him who is able to keep them from 
stumbling, and to present you faultless before 

the presence of his glory in great joy…

Peter prays for Jude
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Jude 1:25

…to God our Saviour, who alone is wise, 
be glory and majesty, dominion and 
power, both now and forever. Amen.

But Jesus is not done with his friend John, 
but has another amazing mission for him…

Jesus Revealed!

Background:

This is the Revelation of Jesus Christ, 
which God gave him to show to his servants 

the things which must happen soon…

John (who also wrote the Gospel Of John) now 
in exile is overwhelmed by the Lord’s visit
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Rev 1:2

…[the revelation] which he sent and made 
known by his angel to his servant, John, who 
testified to God’s word and of the testimony 

of Jesus Christ, about everything that he saw.

The Angel Gabriel 
helps John stand up
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Rev 1:3

Blessed is he who reads and those who hear the 
words of the prophecy, and keep the things that 

are written in it, for the time is near.

Gabriel gives John a new writing 
quill, ink and blank scrolls…
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Rev 1:4

John, to the seven assemblies that are in 
Asia: Grace to you and peace from God, who 
is and who was and who is to come; and from 
the seven Spirits who are before his throne; 

John is shown where 
his writing must go
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Rev 1:5

…and from Jesus Christ, the faithful 
witness, the firstborn of the dead, and 

the ruler of the kings of the earth.

When Gabriel drops the map, John is 
stunned by who is standing at his door
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Rev 1:5

To him who loves us, and washed 
us from our sins by his blood—

John sees his long-time friend 
Jesus standing in his doorway
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Rev 1:6

— and he made us to be a Kingdom, priests 
to his God and Father — to him be the glory 
and the dominion forever and ever. Amen.

John is overwhelmed by 
Jesus’ glory at his door
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Rev 1:7

Behold, he is coming with the clouds, and every 
eye will see him, including those who pierced him.

John sees a vision of Jesus 
coming with his armies
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Rev 1:7

All the tribes of the earth will 
mourn over him.  Even so, Amen.

…and John foresees the 
reaction of the people
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Rev 1:8

“I am the Alpha and the Omega,” says 
the Lord God, “who is and who was and 

who is to come, the Almighty.”
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Rev 1:9

I John, your brother and partner with you in the 
oppression, Kingdom, and perseverance in Christ 

Jesus, was on the isle that is called Patmos because 
of God’s Word and the testimony of Jesus Christ.

John begins by telling us where he is writing from…

John deported to 
the prison island
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Rev 1:10-11

I was in the Spirit on the Lord’s day, and I heard 
behind me a loud voice, like a trumpet saying, 

“What you see, write in a book and send to the 
seven assemblies: to Ephesus, Smyrna, Pergamum, 
Thyatira, Sardis, Philadelphia, and to Laodicea.”

Angel Gabriel enters the scene…
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Rev 1:12

I turned to see the voice that spoke with me. 
Having turned, I saw seven golden lamp stands.

Glorified Jesus standing at the cave door…
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Rev 1:13

And amongst the lamp stands was one like a son 
of man, clothed with a robe reaching down to his 

feet, and with a golden sash around his chest.
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Rev 1:14

His head and his hair were white as white wool, 
like snow. His eyes were like a flame of fire.
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Rev 1:15

His feet were like burnished brass, as 
if it had been refined in a furnace.
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Rev 1:16

His voice was like the voice of many waters.  
He had seven stars in his right hand.
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Rev 1:16

Out of his mouth proceeded a sharp 
two-edged sword. His face was like 

the sun shining at its brightest.
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Rev 1:17

When I saw him, I fell at his feet like a dead man.
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Rev 1:17

He laid his right hand on me, saying, “Don’t 
be afraid. I am the first and the last,”
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Rev 1:18

“…and the Living one. I was dead, and 
behold, I am alive forever and ever. Amen.”

Out of the throne proceed 
lightnings, sounds, and thunders.

There were seven lamps of fire burning before 
his throne, which are the seven Spirits of God.

God the Father
God the Holy Spirit
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Rev 4:6

Before the throne was something like 
a sea of glass, similar to crystal.

“like” a sea of glass…
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Rev 4:6

In the middle of the throne, and around 
the throne were four living creatures 

full of eyes before and behind.
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Rev 4:7

The first creature was like a lion, 
the second creature like a calf,
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Rev 4:7

…the third creature had a face like a man, 
and the fourth was like a flying eagle.
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Rev 4:8

The four living creatures, each 
one of them having six wings, are 

full of eyes around and within.

I saw in the middle of the throne and 
of the four living creatures, and in the 
middle of the elders, a Lamb standing, 

as though it had been slain,

Jesus is shown as the Lamb of 
God who was slain on the cross.

…having seven horns and seven eyes, 
which are the seven Spirits of God, 

sent out into all the earth.
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Rev 5:7

Then he came, and he took it out of the 
right hand of him who sat on the throne.
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Rev 5:8

Now when he had taken the book, the 
four living creatures and the twenty-

four elders fell down before the Lamb,
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Rev 5:8

…each one having a harp, and golden bowls full 
of incense, which are the prayers of the saints.
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Rev 1:33

They sang a new song, saying…
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Rev 5:9

“You are worthy to take the book
and to open its seals,”
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Rev 5:9

…for you were killed, and bought 
us for God with your blood
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Rev 5:9

“…out of every tribe, 
language, people, and nation,”
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Rev 5:10

“…and made us kings and priests to our God;”
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Rev 5:10

“…and we will reign on the earth.”
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Rev 5:11

I looked, and I heard something like a 
voice of many angels around the throne, 

the living creatures, and the elders. 
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Rev 5:11

The number of them was ten thousands 
of ten thousands, and thousands of 
thousands, saying with a loud voice,
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Rev 5:12

“Worthy is the Lamb who has been killed 
to receive the power, wealth, wisdom, 
strength, honour, glory, and blessing!”
