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Romans 1:1-16 1 Paul, a servant

of Jesus Christ, called to be an apostle, set
apart for the Good News of God,

2 which he promised before through his
prophets in the holy Scriptures,

3 concerning his Son, who was born of
the offspr'ing'f? of David according to the
flesh, 4 who was declared to be the Son of
God with power according to the Spirit of
holiness, by the resurrection from the
dead, Jesus Christ our Lord,

5 through whom we received grace and
apostleship for obedience of faith amongst
all the nations for his name's sake; 6
amongst whom you are also called to belong
to Jesus Christ;

7 to all who are in Rome, beloved of God,
called to be saints: Grace to you and peace
from God our Father and the Lord Jesus
Christ.

8 First, I thank my God through Jesus
Christ for all of you, that your faith is
proclaimed throughout the whole world.

18 For the wrath of God is revealed
from heaven against all ungodliness and
unrighteousness of men who suppress the
truth in unrighteousness, 19 because that
which is known of God is revealed in them,
for God revealed it to them.

20 For the invisible things of him since
the creation of the world are clearly seen,
being perceived through the things that
are made, even his everlasting power and
divinity, that they may be without excuse.

21 Because knowing God, they didn't
glorify him as God, and didn't give thanks,
but became vain in their reasoning, and
their senseless heart was darkened.

26 If therefore the uncircumcised keep
the ordinances of the law, won't his
uncircumcision be accounted as
circumcision?

27 Won't those who are physically
uncircumcised, but fulfil the law, judge
you, who with the letter and circumcision
are a transgressor of the law?

28 For he is not a Jew who is one
outwardly, neither is that circumcision

outward in the flesh; 29 but he is a Jew
who is one inwardly, and circumcision is
that of the heart, in the spirit, not in the

letter; whose praise is not from men, but
from God.

2 Much in every way! Because first of
all, they were entrusted with the
revelations of God.

3 For what if some were without faith?
Will their lack of faith nullify the
faithfulness of God?

4 May it never bel Yes, let God be found
true, but every man a liar. As it is written,
“that you might be justified in your words,
and might prevail when you come into
judgement.”

5 But if our unrighteousness commends
the righteousness of God, what will we say?
Is God unrighteous who inflicts wrath? T
speak like men do.

7 For if the truth of God through my
lie abounded to his glory, why am I also
still judged as a sinner?

8 Why not (as we are slanderously
reported, and as some affirm that we
say), "Let's do evil, that good may
come?"” Those who say so are justly
condemned.

9 What then? Are we better than
they? No, in no way. For we previously
warned both Jews and Greeks that
they are all under sin.

10 As it is written, "There is no one
righteous; no, not one.

11 There is no one who understands.
There is no one who seeks after God.

12 They have all turned away. They
have together become unprofitable.
There is no one who does good, no, not
so much as one."

13 "Their throat is an open tomb.
With their tfongues they have used
deceit.”

21 But now apart from the law, a
righteousness of God has been revealed,
being testified by the law and the
prophets; 22 even the righteousness of
God through faith in Jesus Christ to all
and on all those who believe.

For there is no distinction, 23 for all
..have sinned, and fall short of the glory

of God;

24 being justified freely by his grace
through the redemption that is in Christ
Jesus, 25 whom God sent to be an atoning
sacrifice through faith in his blood, for a
demonstration of his righteousness
through the passing over of prior sins, in
God's forbearance;

26 to demonstrate his righteousness at
this present time, that he might himself
be just and the justifier of him who has
faith in Jesus.

27 Where then is the boasting? It is
excluded. By what kind of law? Of works?
No, but by a law of faith.

28 We maintain therefore that a man is
justified by faith apart from the works of
the law.

29 Or is God the God of Jews only?
Isn't he the God of Gentiles also? Yes, of
Gentiles also, 30 since indeed there is one
God who will justify the circumcised by
faith and the uncircumcised through faith.

31 Do we then nullify the law through
faith? May it never bel No, we establish
the law.



Rom 4:1-14 what then will we say

that Abraham, our forefather, has found
according to the flesh?

2 For if Abraham was justified by
works, he has something to boast about,
but not towards God.

3 For what does the Scripture say?
"Abraham believed God, and it was
accounted to him for righteousness.”

4 Now to him who works, the reward is
not counted as grace, but as something
owed.

5 But to him who doesn't work, but
believes in him who justifies the ungodly,
his faith is accounted for righteousness.

6 Even as David also pronounces blessing
on the man o whom God counts
righteousness apart from works:

7 "Blessed are they whose iniquities are
forgiven, whose sins are covered.

8 Blessed is the man whom the Lord will
by no means charge with sin."

9 Is this blessing then pronounced only
on the circumcised, or on the

..uncircumcised also? For we say that
faith was accounted to Abraham for
righteousness.

10 How then was it counted? When
he was in circumcision, or in
uncircumcision? Not in circumcision, but
In uncircumcision.

11 He received the sign of
circumcision, a seal of the
righteousness of the faith which he had
while he was in uncircumcision, that he
might be the father of all those who
believe, though they might be in
uncircumcision, that righteousness
might also be accounted to them.

12 He is the father of circumcision
to those who not only are of the
circumcision, but who also walk in the
steps of that faith of our father
Abraham, which he had in
uncircumcision.

13 For the promise to Abraham and
to his offspring that he would be heir
of the world wasn't through the law,
but through the righteousness of faith.

14 For if those who are of the law
are heirs, faith is made void, and the

of no effect.
